Why Sponsor?

Since 1970, Huron House Boys’ Home has served Sarnia-Lambton as a safe, structured live-in environment for
adolescent boys with complex needs. We are licensed as an accredited children’s mental health centre and our caring
professionals work together to develop and implement programs to enable our residents to make positive changes in
their lives. We provide recreation, art, and therapeutic programming in addition to counselling and other supports for
both our residents and their families.

Sponsoring demonstrates a commitment to youth mental health in the community and ensures Huron House can
continue offering impactful programming, counselling and other support to our residents. Huron House usually has
around 10-12 residents but only receives funding from the government for six; we rely on generous community
members and organizations for the funds needed to meet the rest of our financial needs.

Having sponsors that offset the expenses associated with running events means that all the dollars donated by our
participants can go straight to supporting Huron House. Funds raised from the event go to the Huron House Boys’ Home
Foundation, which in turn uses them to cover everything from operating expenses to therapeutic programs to the day to
day needs of food, clothing and school supplies.

In-kind sponsor recognition will be determined
on a case-by-case basis depending on the value of the item/services provided. All sponsors will be showcased at every
opportunity, recognizing their commitment and investment in the future of Huron House Boys' Home.
